Admission to Foundation Stage 1 (Nursery) Parents who wish their children to attend 

our Nursery must complete a Nursery application form from the school office.  

Parents must produce their child’s birth certificate before they can be admitted.   

Foundation 2 (Reception) Children are admitted into Reception (FS2) at the beginning 

of the year in which they have their fifth birthday. Please use the link above to see the 

Local Authority admissions arrangements. Parents must complete a form, which needs 

to be submitted to the Local Authority by February, to secure a place in Reception. 

Having a place in Nursery does not automatically ensure a place in Reception.   

Children with EHCPs If your child has an Education and Health Care Plan (EHCP), 

please be aware that when applying for a place for your child, there are alternative 

arrangements. You should therefore discuss any issues regarding admissions or in-year 

transfers with the NYC Special Educational Needs and Review Team.
